The
combination of humanities and technical knowledge perhaps reflects the essence of chess
- precise calculation - and the ability of a person to improvise, be creative, and make
unconventional assessments of situations.

Each of his lessons begins with a story or an engaging tale about kings, queens,
bishops, and soldiers; about how a chess game with an emperor sometimes changed the
course of history, and how chess games, set to music, create an incredibly harmonious,
interesting melody. Mikhail wants to instill a love of chess in children. He hopes that this
game will, at least in part, replace computer games for them.
